Pursuant to the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer Protection Act of 2010, 
Keystone Automatic Technologies Inc. has adopted a Conflict Minerals Policy as part of 
Keystone Automatic Technologies Inc responsible sourcing of "conflict minerals" 
throughout our supply chain. Keystone Automatic Technologies expects its suppliers to 
adopt a similar policy and to meet the expectations of the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform 
and Consumer Protection Act of 2010. 

 
 
The definition of "conflict minerals" refers to gold, tin, tantalum, and tungsten, the 
derivatives of cassiterite, columbite-tantalite, and wolframite, regardless of where 
they are sourced, processed or sold. We support the humanitarian goal of ending 
violent conflict in the DRC and surrounding countries.
